York Green Festival aims to promote local community and campaigning groups, green and ethical businesses, and complementary health practices. We are offering stall places to groups and individuals who are promoting a peaceful and sustainable future.

Please note, we cannot provide tables.

Please ensure we receive your application by 10th July to enable us to draw a site plan. There is an additional charge of £5 for late applications. 
Cost: We want the festival to be inclusive but need to cover our costs. Please send a cheque appropriate for the category your stall belongs in:

A) £10 Campaigning organisations providing information. Complementary health practices (eg head massages). No significant sales, except membership fees, badges, donations, and small fees for services.
B) £25 Organisations and businesses. Small profits expected including from sales.

C) £40 Businesses which expect to make a larger profit, including caterers. 
Opening times: The gates at Rowntree Park will be opened at 8am and closed at 8pm. The events will take place between 11pm and 5pm. 

Vehicles and finding your pitch: Vehicles are allowed on site to set up, but should ideally be removed before 11am. Festival stewards will be available from 9am to show you to your pitch; please do not set up without being shown to your pitch. At the end of the day please leave your pitch tidy.

Food sales: All catering stalls will need a one-day 'street trading consent' from the council costing £47.  Stalls selling some food as part of supporting our sustainability aims, or as part of their fundraising, will be covered by our 'fete' licence.  Contact John Cossham if you don't know whether you need a licence, and if you do, contact Janice Teague CoYC, tel 551517.  If you intend to sell any food or drink, you must tell us about this on the booking form.
Fair Trade: Evidence of fair trade if required if you are selling it.

Money collections: Please do not collect charity or other money away from your stall.

Public liability: City of York Council requires all stallholders to have their own liability of 5 million pounds.
Trading licence: We have been given a Group Trading Licence as a 'fete' and this covers everybody except stalls which only offer catering, see Food Sales.
Applications are accepted at the discretion of the organising committee. We will respond asap to your application, and if it has been accepted, we will give you details of the position of your stall.
